SUMMARY

This PR introduces a lightweight way of scheduling queries in SQL Lab. If the feature flag SCHEDULED_QUERIES is enabled with
proper configuration, a button called "Schedule Query" will show up in SQL Lab. The button allows queries to be saved with
extra metadata that allows an external scheduler to run it periodically by polling the /savedqueryviewapi/api/read endpoint.

The sample configuration can be changed or expanded to support different metadata needed, depending on the scheduler.
We tested it with Apache Airflow at Lyft successfully.
